Ethics

Ms. Hughes teaches approximately 10 seminars 
per year to various state agencies and political groups including the members and employees of the 
Governorõs office, the Senate, the Office of State Finance, Cabinet Secretaries, the Secretary of State, and the 
Oklahoma Department of Health. A native of Duncan, Oklahoma, Hughes received her Juris Doctorate from 
Tulsa University and her Bachelor of Arts in English from Oklahoma State University in Stillwater.

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There are Specific Requirements to do 
Business with the Federal Government

This article can serve as a training aid for both hotels 
and planners. All of us should know that the 
regulations for doing business with the federal 
government exist for specific reasons. You have no 
multipleðchoice options. 

Hotels, as well as public meeting facilities, must follow 
specific fire codes. The basic requirements dictate that 
a hotel must have hardðwired smoke detectors, which 
means that batteryðoperated units are unacceptable. 
Additionally, the hotel must be òsprinkled,ó which 
means that fire sprinklers must be installed in the halls, 
guest rooms, and public spaces, in addition to the fire 
safety measures that govern the kitchen. Many 
seasoned hoteliers fail by not verifying their listings on 
the U.S. Fire Administration site to ensure that their 
listings are correct. You can access your listing at 
http://www.usfa.dhs.gov/applications/hotel/ by simply 
entering the name of your hotel and the city. The most 
common error occurs when a hotel has changed flags 
or names but its FEMA listing has not been updated. 
You should also check to verify the number of floors 
listed for your hotel. You would be surprised how often 
a listing states that the hotel has òzeroó floors. 

If your listing is out of date, you can use the tools on 
the site to update it. This site is also the right place to 
start obtaining fire certification for an unlisted hotel or 
a new hotel in the construction process. An existing 
hotel is allowed to seek selfðcertification by submitting 
the forms found on the site. The site also helps you 
find the state contact for your area so you can contact 
someone to help you through the process. 

In order to receive payment from the U.S. federal 
government, you must be registered on the Central 
Contractor Registration site 
(https://www.bpn.gov/ccr/default.aspx). Start by 
conducting a simple search to see whether your facility 
has a listing. When you perform the search, select the 
option at the bottom for òactive and previously activeó 
vendors. Many facilities lack valid registration and 
never update yearly, as required. If your facilityõs listing 
has expired, then first verify whether any of the listed 
staffs are still employed.

If they are, then those staff members can contact the 
CCR staff on the help line to obtain specific instructions 
for resolving the listing. If none of the staff members 
are still employed, then you need to make sure a letter 
is sent to the CCR staff, written by the general manager 
on his or her personal facility stationery, advising that 
the listing is out of date and that all the listed staff 
members no longer work for the facility. This letter 
must display a personal signature, and it must be sent 
as a hard copy. 

If you do not have a listing, you can create an account 
for your facility on the CCR site. Specific banking 
information is required, so you may want to sit down 
with the controller to complete the registration 
together. Now you might ask, òWhy do I need my 
controller to help me?ó 

A number of years ago, the federal government was 
struggling to make purchases since many vendors 
refused to do business with it, since the federal 
government was notorious for paying extremely slowly 
or only making partial payments on accounts due. This 
resulted in the Federal Fast Payment Act, which 
mandated that the federal government allocate the 
necessary funds before making any purchase. The act 
also required the federal government to make 
payments by wire transfer through the federal reserve, 
further hastening the payment process.  

Not every agency, however, uses the wire transfer 
process. Some agencies have elevated their process to 
the GSA Smart Card, which lets you receive payment as 
soon as an event has concluded. If you want to find 
more information about the Smart Card System, then 
visit www.gsa.gov.  

If you have any more questions about conducting 
business with the federal or state government, I 
suggest that you contact a senior member of your 
SGMP chapter, who can further explain the system and 
answer your specific queries. Membership in SGMP has 
its advantages, and knowledge is a very specific 
membership advantage.
